Use of Equipment: Use Touch of Nature property responsibly. Misuse or damage may result
in dismissal.

Representation and Media Use: Do not act as an official spokesperson or take photos of
others without permission. Follow media and social media policies when sharing content.
Prohibited Activities: Refrain from political or religious advocacy while volunteering to
maintain a neutral, welcoming environment. No alcohol, smoking, or illicit substances
while volunteering. Violations may result in immediate dismissal and exclusion from future
opportunities.

Feedback and Concerns: Share feedback respectfully and bring concerns to staff privately

and professionally.
